Matches consist of 9 singles 

sets. In the event of a tie (as 

shown on the right), the overall 

points must be added. 

In games between two players 
on a plus handicap, there is one 

set up to 42 points, two serves 

each, change ends at 21. 

The score is written on the card, 

as right, then the handicap 

points added to find the winner. 

In games involving a player on 

a minus handicap, the lowest 

handicap is converted to a plus 

and added to 42 to determine 

the length of a game. Eg, if a 

player on -8 plays someone on 

+2, there will be one set to 50, 

change at 25.
